Performance expectations for the HEAD & NECK, EENT practical
You may perform the exam in the order of your choosing. Explain the procedure and report the results to the patient for each exam. The proctors will not prompt you for exam results. You will have 10-12 minutes to perform the following from memory: 

1. Demonstrate appropriate professionalism and demeanor when speaking with the patient/proctor.
2. Properly introduce yourself to the patient/proctor and explain the procedures you will perform.

3. Properly perform the lymph node (cervical) and salivary gland assessment of the patient/proctor. Name each of the lymph nodes and salivary glands as you examine them.
4. Properly perform the thyroid gland (palpation, swallow) and tracheal (midline) assessment. 

5. Properly perform the external eye exam (3), visual acuity testing, peripheral field testing, cardinal planes of gaze.  For this practical, you will perform only the distance vision exam and not the Rosenbaum near vision screening.
6. Properly perform the assessment of the pupillary reflexes (accommodation, corneal light reflex/reflection, direct and indirect reflexes). 

7. Properly perform the internal eye exam.  For the practical, you may assess unilaterally.  
8. Properly perform the external ear assessment (3) and the otoscopic examination. For this practical, you may perform the otoscopic exam unilaterally. It will likely be too noisy to perform Weber and Rinne on this practical, but you should expect to perform these exams on your final cumulative practical. 
9. Properly perform the assessment of the nose (3) and nasal passages. Assess the sinuses with palpation and percussion. For this practical, you will not perform sinus transillumination. 
10. Properly perform the assessment of the external mouth (3), and internal mouth and throat. 

11. Properly perform an otoscopic and/or ophthalmoscopic examination on the models (at the discretion of the instructor). 

12. Be prepared to answer questions from the proctor concerning normal and abnormal results of each exam. 

Bring your oto/ophthalmoscope, speculum covers, and a 3 X 5 card.  I will provide the tongue depressors.
